Introducing Dean Thomas

Dean is an interesting man and musician.

He tells people he’s still knocking on the door of the Australian music scene. The truth is - he’s been on the inside for some time.

Due to a printer’s error on an early concert poster, his first band was once renamed The Gnats instead of The Nazz. Humble beginnings. And when the lead singer left to pursue a solo career as “William Shakespeare”, Dean stepped up to the microphone.

That gives you some idea of when and how Dean’s musical journey began. 
A short time later he headed overseas, and with some success played in folk and blues clubs in LA, New York, London and Paris, he recorded on a couple of occasions with Fairport Convention and even got invited to Bob Dylan’s home. Regrettably Bob wasn’t there at the time.
Back in Sydney, he continued to perform teaming up for a while with Groove Myers as “Deano & Groove”. With Pat Alton, he co-wrote a song to promote the Australian movie “The Odd Angry Shot”. He also wrote the song “A Whole World Of People” to launch SBS Television. The song played daily for many years on the network.
Along the way, Dean also wrote a number of short stories, got published in Billy Blue, The Australian Literary Supplement and Nation Review, won a Billy Blue Award for fiction and, at the same time, managed to have a very successful career in advertising.

So he’s hardly “still knocking” on the door of the Australian music.

“She’s On The Other Side” is Dean’s second CD. 

His first, “Not Really The Blues”, was reviewed by Rhythms  Magazine and it likened Dean to Eric Clapton doing JJ Cale.

The comparison can also be heard in “She’s On The Other Side”. But there’s also a hint of Mark Knopfler and Chris Issak.

Elements of blues, country and jazz intertwine in 11 well-crafted songs that take you on a diverse journey from the story of rock’n’roll to crack cocaine addiction and many places in between.

Dean’s vocals and playing infuse each story with an obvious blues tradition and reflect the lessons of his journey over the years.
